Stacer's 565 Ocean Runner s an entry-level cabin boat targeted at the fishirg. crusing, campirg famiy who are lecking to perhaps dabble r some water soorts.

Itwill cater for six pecple comfortably with level floataton, sa there is mere than encugh reem for a family of four and all ther gear cn an outing to a remote beach,

Th's ceat had s beainrings in the Coral Runner series of boats from Telwater and has evelved to this a made featuring the EVO Advance Sull which has a re'axed
stam line for a sharper entry aong with a spray defector at the a't erd,

A new transorm to maximise space, that sharoer bow design and a ceeper V gives a softer ride than its predecessor.

YW zunks 1.8m niangin there 's sufficient space to tuck the «ds away for a nap between spells in the sun while there is storage available below the burk

This factory package from Telwater has a recommended retail prce of 345,200

Wit this boat targetad at the young family it was good to see 't was fitted with a walk-through trarsom door as standarg, Back anchored at a seach it would be no
fuss for the kids to come and go (as they do) while mum and dad doze awdy uncer an umbralla on the sard.

Tre transam docr folds down flat on the raised deck at this point rather than swirg on a side finge. This aleviates the need for a wide aperture that goobles up
transom bu'khead space where we reed to stow batteries ard have rear lounges attached.

Also good lo see was the style of boarding ladder that features wide foot plates rather than the nermal rourd pipe rungs that pain the feet especially after they have
teen softened up in the water The handy battery isa’ation switch is found in the companionway as ong steps into the boat through the transom

Tne raised platform that the transam door folds down upen contnues across the beam of the aft of the rside of the toat, overshadowed by the transom bulkhead.
The battery and cil reservorr for tne two-stroxe Yamaha are nstallec under here and in front a fold-down lounge is fiked.

The original Stacer saat axle bracket was stll fitted here ang the Suppyirg cealer has installed their own ses! base support which was very functiona! indesa. It
provided for two seat heights, The lower was used when you warted the lounge for seating and tre Upper was used 1o get the lcunge edge up off the geck when
it's stowed for fisning at tne stern - anc we could still get fest under it for better balance. The supports were routec out af rylon board and the backrest for the
lounge wag a permanent fxture or the bulkhead

The contours in the bands of the caoin liner are nicely rourded with the cockpt side pocxets situates Migh up off tne deck. Upholstered panels il in the void below
behind which tne buoyancy foam for the level flatatior requirements is secreted That level foatation rating 's for six pecple including the lead to 782kg total, There s
encugh gap between these panels and the dack for the toes to slio under to help with balance when standing at the gurwales.

Seating for the passenger and skipper is on ncely -uphoistered swvel chairs on pedesials The font edge of Ihe base cushicn hinges up to make a bum seat for
comfortaole standing and crusing whie the back of the seats has stowage pockets; just the place for sunblock and other gocd es likely to Slaw around the deck
when the throttle 1s cown

Tre dash area in front of the passenger seat has a flat expanse anc wou'd idealy suit tne installation of & large cabinet gimbal mountec depth sounder o chart plottar
cr combination of the two The review boat was fitted with 2 Lewrance monochrome unit about five irches in size but many boaters these days are realising the
Eberefits of big screens but unfortunately there are space lim'tatons on the rota‘orm dash panel module on the Oeean Runner for anytning ‘arger than that fitea. It

was a neat fit thouoh witn Yamaha's insirurentation ezch side.

The wrdscrean of the 5568 s Perspex. curved and cons sts of three panels, The certre screen can be openad ang with the leng katch in the rcof of the cabin also

Qpened, ang can move forwacd to werk the ground tackle

There 15 & step up a1 the forward end of the V-berth but it is only wide enough for ene foot to rest on.

The inner hull inside the cabin is fitted with box sections rurning the lengtn of each side with the fascias cut out to pedform as stowage areas. The modules are
carpeted as is the rest of the intarmal of the cabin ang with a fat too with no fence at the front ecge; some slorage space was going beggng here, Anything paced
there woula fall off after a few bumps when ungerway.

If the marufacturer doesnt address this 'easy fix far more practical stowage' stuation, a couple of engths of SCmm alloy ang'e with Velcro on one sice would st
hare and etain most things and make for extra safe places to put goods and chattels. A few dollars snould see that coma to fruton.



Standng in the aperture of the roof ore is directly over the ancnor well wrich s open to the elements and there is a splt cleat and fixec bow roller with lockng pin as
stancard

Tre he'm area was neaty frished with a bimin' and set of clears,

- Soiid construction

Wechancal cable stzering & fitted to tnis boa!. The leve of torgue at the nelm wnen undarway was acceptable though if you have youngsters that will be driving or
pernaos a partrer weak of arms you realy should loox at mydradlic steering for the sheer comfort they offer.

Tre hall s constructed with 4mm botiom sides anc 2 Smm top sides with a 4mm transomn plate.

ON THE WATER

- Certainly worth a look

The two-stroke 115hp Yamaha was well suted power-wise ard stowed excalert hole-shot Manosuvrazility was also excellent ard typically, the leg had te be
trimmed n for hare fast turns This is where those with weak arms will be concamed by torgus at the nelm. [t wasnt excessive just tyoical of manusl steering

Tre hull gid net genarate excessve soray up orto the windscreen even though we tniea running in nunoer of drections aganst a 10 «mn sou wester

While imitially we tnought twas a itte oumpy over the short sharp chop on the small swell running off the Gold Coast Seaway we nad been spolt a litlle, having just
come of the ¥elowfin 82000, Censidering that beat's extra lergth, extra weght and style of hull, tne 549 Ocean Rurnerwas coing a pretty goed job realy and for
‘e price proved to be good value

it you're a start in the boating game or uggrading frem an open dinghy, th's cne s worth mere than a cursory ook,
